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On a great Sunday morning, we were going to deep
down into the Japanese culture by learning how to make
the famous traditional Japanese flooring called Tatami.
Where else in the world can you see real Tatami? In
Japan, you can find them everywhere: restaurants,
homes, hotels, etc. The smell of the rush plant, lgusa, the
softness of the mat, the various features of the
Tatamiberi, which is the cloth that covers the edge and
also decorates the Tatami, give a very special and
uni%ue Japanese atmosphere to those rooms where it is
used.

From the beginning, our master makes us feel that
making Tatami was like a science. After a short
introduction of the Tatami history, he explained the
method to use the hammer and to make a straight width
of the Tatamiberi along the mat. It was like those rules
that Japanese people follow carefully. That was hard
work to achieve my first own good

looking Tatami, but we did have a
great guidance from the master.
Hopefully we just made mini
Tatamil | can't imagine how long it
can take to make a big mat --- but
let's try it next time ;)
